Y et another in our series of one-to-a-part days for baroque wind (including recorders) and string players - violin
family and (mainly bass) viol, and keyboard or plucked continuo. Solo singers are also welcome - | have some
music for voice with obbligato instruments but you may prefer to bring your own. Keyboard players are welcome
even if they do not own and bring their own instrument (but please do if you can so that we can minimise the
number of electric keyboards we haveto use). If you do bring a keyboard instrument the cost of the day will be
refunded provided that you arrive by 10am. (This offer does not include electric keyboards which do not need
tuning!) Y ou do need to be a good sight-reader to enjoy this event, so contact me if you are not sureiif it isfor you.

We will be playing chamber music in various combinations, mainly trio sonatas and quartets or quintets with
continuo, but | can aso arrange larger orchestral sessions, Brandenburg concertos etc if enough string players come.
A large supply of music will be available but it is very helpful if people bring their own as well so that we can have a
good selection. Do let me know in advance if you are bringing anything with unusual instrumentation. Requests for
particular groups or music will be accommodated asfar as possible. | provide organisation and, if requested,
ensemble coaching and help with the choice of music. Please indicate on the form if you would like this.

The day will start with coffee at 10am followed by playing at 10.30. Sessions will be organised in advance, with
different combinations for each of the four sessions, so itis ESSENTIAL for you to let me know if you are not likely
to arrive at the beginning or cannot stay all day, or find that you cannot come at al. If you haven't been to one of
these events before please provide as much information as possible about yourself, such as your approximate
standard of playing, whether you play on modern or baroque instruments and whether you only play at 440 or 415.

If you can, please bring both as this makes organisation of the groups easier for me. | do try to avoid asking string
playersto retune but tell meif thisisreally impossible for you. Harpsichords or spinets and small organswill be
available at 440 and 415.

Burnham Grammar School (near Slough) isless than two miles from junction 7 on the M4 and under a mile from
Burnham station on the Paddington to Reading line. Please park in the tennis court area and enter through the back
door nearby. Coffee and teawill be provided. Thereisasmall Co-op within walking distance, and areal-ale pub
called the Red Squirrel, but most people bring their own lunch asthere is not really time to eat at the pub and be
back in an hour.
