David Hatcher has been studying material from the British Library Ms. Royal 8 G.vii, achoirbook copied in the
Netherlands under the rule of Marguerite of Austria between the years 1516 - 1522, and presented to Henry VIII
and his wife Catherine of Aragon. Amongst the 30 or so pieces, some previously unpublished, there are five
settings of Dulces Exuviae (Dido's Lament) and a puzzle canon in eight voices. Composers represented include
Josquin, Isaac, Mouton, De la Rue and Ghiselin but the choice of music for the workshop will depend on the
available forces. The workshop isfor singers and players of appropriate instruments such as recorders, viols,
plucked strings, cornetts, sackbuts and curtals.

David Hatcher studied viola da gambawith Charles Medlam and Recorder with Philip Thorby at Trinity
College of Music, London. He has performed with many leading early music groups and teaches at the
Cambridge Summer School and the Ascot Easter Early Music course.

St. Sepulchre'sisthe largest parish church in the City of London and has an important history dating back to
1137 but is best known today as the National Musicians Church. It islocated at the junction of Holborn
Viaduct and Giltspur Street, opposite the Old Bailey — see www.st-sepul chre.org.uk/maps.html
