Please put perishable
contributions in the fridge when you arrive, and leave anything that would be better kept cool in your car
(if you came in one), assuming that the weather is cold. A glass of wine or juice will be provided, aswill
bread and butter. Please be prepared to volunteer on the catering front at some time during the day, as
there will belots to do (though the Centre has an excellent dishwasher).

Amersham Community Centreisonly afew minutes walk from Amersham Metropolitan Line station.
Turn right out of the station and follow the road round past the Health Centre and the library. The
Community Centreis on the right almost immediately after the pedestrian crossing, and the hal isin the
building on the right at the back of the car park, almost opposite the entrance. Thereisagood train
service to Amersham on the Metropolitan Line from Baker Street and National Rail from Marylebone.
The journey takes about 40 minutes, but it is advisable to check for works on the line at weekends. There
is parking at the Community Centre and in the library car park. If you search www.streetmap.co.uk for
the post code HP6 5AH you will see the Centre just underneath the arrow.

The cost will be £10 for Early Music Forum members, £12 for others. The hall isalarge one, but thisis
likely to be a popular course so please book early to be sure of aplace.
